Further to my original objection dated ….. (if you know it)  I note that BAA / Heathrow / Airtrack has published an amended Environmental Statement concerning the impact of Airtrack on Egham

I continue to object to the application.   

Airtrack’s new figures indicate that three of the town’s level crossings would be closed for more than half of each hour, with down-times increased at Station Road by 100%, at Thorpe Road by over 80% and   at Vicarage road by 50%. 
The projected impact on Egham remains unacceptable, due to the number of level crossings in the town, and the lack of alternative means of crossing the railway line. 
Airtrack will make normal life in the town impossible, with our workplaces, shops, schools, doctors, and all the other services we need inaccessible.  The effects on people, on family life, and on businesses, churches, clubs, societies and voluntary groups will be catastrophic.   

The Environmental Statement accepts that apart from a bridge or tunnel, there are no solutions which address the congestion Airtrack will cause in Egham, beyond some minor changes in road layout and signage diverting road users towards alternative routes which are known to be unsuitable for additional or through traffic.  
The sponsors of this project should be required to include a bridge or tunnel across the railway line at Egham.
